Coming from the East (Corning, Horseheads) turn LEFT on to the Meads Creek Road

Coming from the West (Bath, Avoca) turn RIGHT on to the Meads Creek Road

DON’T FORGET to bring the following to MVD

LABELS FOR EDUCATION for the Utica
Neighborhood Center. This includes box tops
and soup labels. Note that the box tops have
expiration dates which are strictly adhered to so
bring however many you have rather than wait for a
large number. While the box tops and soup labels
are the most common items collected, there are
hundreds of items from various companies listed on
the labelsforeducation.com website.

EMPTY PILL BOTTLE COLLECTION PROGRAM:
In developing countries, medications (when
available) are dispensed into hands, pockets,
handkerchiefs, tin cups . . any available container.
Help improve health care equality in hospitals and
health clinics in developing countries by saving
basis medical supplies such as empty bill bottles.
Then, to help with shipping, drop a nickel, a dime or
a quarter in each bottle (or a donation per bag).
The Hammondsport UMC is the collection site for
the District and arranges for the bottles to be sent
to Matthew 25 Ministries in Cincinnati, Ohio.

UNITED METHODIST COMMITTEE ON RELIEF
(UMCOR) KITS:

Hardly a week goes by when there is not a natural
disaster in some part of the world. No matter what
happens, the United Methodist Committee on
Relief (UMCOR) seems to be involved very quickly.
Even in places where there is not already a strong
United Methodist presence, UMCOR seeks to help
by working with other churches or non-
governmental organizations as partner agencies.
That's why UMCOR is active in more than 80
countries and across the United States. While
UMCOR is quick to respond with supplies, water
and personnel, it also is often the last group to
leave an area that has been affected by a disaster.
That’s because part of its mission is to stay in place
as long as it takes to ensure long-term recovery
and not simply a quick fix.

UMCOR KIT REQUIREMENTS:
Important Notes:
1 All items must be new.
1 Do not wash any of the items as they will be
considered used.
1 Please remove all packaging

1 All emergency kits are carefully planned
to make them usable in the greatest
number of situations. Since strict rules
often govern product entry into
international countries, it is important that
kits contain only the requested items —
nothing more.

1 DO NOT include any personal notes,
money or additional material in the kits.
These things must be painstakingly
removed and will delay the shipment

SCHOOL KITS: In some countries, children
don't have books or school supplies. Many have
no school rooms; classes are held in inadequate
or half-destroyed buildings, tents, or even the
open air. School kits may be these children's
only educational resources.

HEALTH KITS: Health kits provide basic
necessities to people who have been forced to
leave their homes because of human conflict or
natural disaster. Health kits are also used as
learning tools in personal hygiene, literacy,
nutrition and cooking classes.

SEWING KIT: Sewing kits foster independence
rather than dependence. Women can make
clothing in their own size and in the style of their
culture. Cottage industries often grow out of the
sewing classes where women use these Kkits to
practice valuable income-generating skills.

BIRTHING KITS: Birthing kits provide the
essential items to promote a safe, clean delivery
and to encourage good aftercare.

LAYETTE KITS: Many women do not have
swaddling clothes with which to welcome their
child into the world. Layette kits provide basic
supplies for their baby's needs.

CLEANING BUCKETS: These supplies enable
people to begin the overwhelming job of
cleaning up after a flood or hurricane.

Items to be included in each kit may be obtained
from the UMCOR website or from any Mountain
View District UMW Mission Team member.
