Your donations of no longer used items do make
a difference in someone else’s life!l Another way to
help and show support of another human is by way of
the UMCOR KITS, each issue of ECHO | will highlight a
UMCOR Kit for you to consider putting together. This
issue | will be highlighting the BIRTHING KIT. These kits
provide the supplies for a displaced person to have a
safer birth of a child. This is the least expensive of the
kits to put together, it will cost on the average of $8.00
to make. Included in this kit:

N one 1-2 oz. bar of soap in original packaging (maybe
able to obtain these form Hotel Chains).

N one pair thin gloves, surgical, latex, or thin rubber
gloves are acceptable.

N one square yard of clear plastic sheeting, is available
at hardware stores by the roll. Must be 4mm thick.
(trash bags or shower curtains are not acceptable)!!

N three 12 inch long pieces of cotton string, must be
clean (also available at the hardware store by the roll),
NO Yarn! Tie all pieces together to package.

N one single edge razor blade. | folded these in card
stock to package. NO regular shaving blades.

n two receiving blankets. Sized 28x28 to 32x32 inches,
no thermal or fleece, must be new and unwashed.

N one gallon sized sealable plastic bag.

Important notes, the items in each kit are strictly
regulated for international use, and if there is a
discrepancy with what is in the kits they will be
discarded, also no notes, money or additional items.
With each kit there is also a transportation fee so if
able sent a monetary donation with your kits (not
included but with them). - Kathy Doty
