Barb (Church Secretary) 607 - 698-4915  
or email umcanisteo1853@live.com 

 

 
 



 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

Enrichment Day, A Community  

for Climate Justice, hosted by  

Hammondsport UMW with 34 in attendance! 

After a skit, ñWhat is the Good Life?ò performed 

by the Hammondsport UMW Theatre Group,  

there was much discussion.  Is the ñGood Lifeò  

owning a home, new car and lots of electronic  

gadgets?  Is the ñGood Lifeò healthy living, a  

family, a church family and yes maybe even  

clean, safe drinking water? 

We talked about clean water vs. water pollution.  

The streams, lakes and oceans are becoming  

more polluted as manufactures continue to dump toxic waste into the water.  Are we guilty of ever throwing trash 

into a stream or lake?    

Some things we learned. 

¶ On average, each of us produces 4.4 pounds of solid waste/day.  This adds up to almost a ton of 

trash/person/day!!! 

¶ Styrofoam is not biodegradable.  It is made using chlorofluoro carbons (CFC).  These chemicals create 

harmful chemical gases when burned! 

¶ Use both sides of a sheet of paper.  Every ton of paper recycled saves 17 trees! 

¶ Turn off lights when not in a room. 

¶ Bottled water is less regulated than tap water. 

¶ We use 8 billion plastic bags/year- more than 300/household.  Bring your own reusable cloth bags!  

¶ 80% of plastic ends up in a landfill where if does not decompose! 

¶ In most households an average of 8 appliances are left on standby.  Turn off mobile phone chargers, 

laptop, TV, radio, computers, etc when NOT in use!

WHAT UMW BOOK HAVE YOU BEEN READING?  

 

      We face just so many really tough issues in today’s society!  Immigration, Class 
and Economic Injustice, Environment Injustice, Guns and Gun Violence just to name a 
few! Our 2017 UMW Reading list includes at least one and sometimes two or three 
books on each of these uncomfortable and troublesome issues.  

    America and Its Guns is a 2017 BONUS Book in Social Action. It is a book I most likely 
wouldn’t have chosen to read.  But, because we purchased it for our UMW church 
library, I intentional decided to read it. This book was written in 2012 but the facts and 
numbers are still so revealing, relevant, and shocking. Did you know American 
possesses 300 million guns and are manufacturing more each hour? 

   Author, James E. Atwood, states that 30,000 deaths occur each year from gun 
violence in America. Mr. Atwood has devoted his life to saving lives from gun violence 
by increasing awareness and challenging popular myths about guns.  Mr. Atwood, an 
avid hunter and NRA member, issues a practical call for PEOPLE OF FAITH to work to 
change the prevalent gun culture in American and fight for stronger gun laws. He 
believes laws will not change until PEOPLE OF FAITH realize how the “Gun Empire” has 

convinced America that only violence will achieve our security.  

     Atwood, a former Presbyterian Minister, has listed 50 laws and policies we have that perpetuate murder 
and disorder. Examples such as: 

1-Concealed carry permits may be issued to those who are blind. 

2-States with the highest rates of death and injuries by guns have the weakest gun laws and the largest export 
rates of crime guns compared to other states with stronger laws.                                                                       

 2-When all murders of civilians in all the developed countries of the world are tabulated, 86 percent occur in 
in the United States. 

   In the United States, we register births, marriages, divorces, deaths, we register cars, trucks, boats, trailers, 
bicycles, houses, lands, dogs, and cats…. everything but guns!  “Instruments which bring only death are 
incapable of providing peace.”   

   Atwood concludes this UMW Bonus book with fifteen specific actions that church communities can take to 
attempt to reduce gun violence.  One such initiative is to work with law-enforcement and community groups 
to identify gun shops that engage in retail practices designed to circumvent laws on gun sales and ownership. 

   The knowledge, wisdom and understanding that this book delivers is outstanding. We need to know, discuss 
and act as People of Faith! How many times each week do you read or hear about gun violence? A fact: In the 
year 2008, guns murdered 35 in Australia and 9,484 in America. 

Several of our 2017 Reading Program Books will be for sale at the District Day Apart on March 18th at the 
Arkport UMC.
